An Enrollment Update as of 5/24/2010: 

Currently we have a total of 51 enrolled children in our center.  Of those enrolled in year round care,  9 are at-
tending part time, 12 are attending full time, 4 are unborn babies, and 8  are delayed start families that may be 

full or part time starting in June or later.  There are 18 children in our SonShiners Summer Camp.  Of those 18, 7
